Scheduled Projects/ Event
· “Accounting in Public Service” Scholarship: May 12, 2006 

      The Chapter awarded a $1000 scholarship to an area college sophomore majoring in Accounting/Management Information System on the basis of a written essay explaining why she planned to pursue career in public service.  The Chapter executive committee administered the scholarship application, evaluation, and award process.  The scholarship was presented to the recipient at our annual Professional Development Conference. 
· Donation of Cash:  Children’s Hospital in District of Columbia – June 2006
     Joseph Sestak, a retired Navy admiral and Congressional candidate, was our luncheon speaker at our annual Professional Development Conference.   Joe’s topic was “Responsibility with Accountability.”  In honor of Mr. Sestak’s time and effort, we donated $150.00 to the Children’s Hospital in the District of Columbia. 
· Donation to Raffle at National PDC – June 2006. 
      The Chapter used the proceeds from our May 2006 PDC to donate a $100 American Express Gift Card to the annual raffle held at the National PDC in San Diego.  Proceeds from the raffle are shared with a favorite charity and the AGA National Community Service Fund. 

· Donation of Cash: Hurricane Katrina – June 2006
     The Chapter held 50-50 drawings at our monthly meetings throughout the 2005-2006 Program Year. The proceeds were donated to the Katrina victims through the AGA National Hurricane Relief Fund.

Founded in 1974 by the Greater Delaware Valley Society of Transplant Surgeons, Gift of Life is one of the oldest and largest of 58 non-profit, organ and tissue procurement organizations in the United States. Gift of Life is part of the nationwide organ and tissue sharing network run by the United Network for Organ Sharing (UNOS).
