1. Find a willing professional in the academic community to teach a CGFM review class.

2. With this individual, develop a CGFM review program. This will be a little tricky because we don’t want to inappropriately copy the Management Concepts program. I’m sure there are copyright types of issues that may be involved.

3. Continue to work with the national office on the issue of reciprocity of certification. I have brought this up to them before but I strongly believe that we can get more people interested in the certification if we give them credit for one part based upon existing CPA designation. In so doing, a college student could emphasize the CPA exam and end up being one third of the way to the CGFM designation. The CMA exam currently works this way.

4. Continue to work with state and local government on recognition rewards for certification. The primary emphasis has to be monetary rewards. People seem to respond to these types of rewards more readily.

5. Begin development of a review course that can be offered locally at a reasonable price.

6. With the help of Dick Bunce and Nauri Ahmed along with Bill Cole and interested members of the Department of Accounts, begin actively promoting this designation. This will begin next month.

7. Make contacts with CPA firms involved in government auditing and consulting. We will market the designation to this group by stressing the added advantage provided when bidding for work.
